magine a warm summer evening on the lush lawn of an

intimate garden. Wedding guests sit in a stunning marquee with

a polished dance foor. Crisp white damask cloths cover the

tables, wine and water glasses refect the carefully designed
lighting and the hand-polished cutlery simply glows. The chairs
are swathed in white with generous silver sashes lending an air of
elegance to the picture. Clear walls along the side of the marquee
frame a natural outlook.
